Speech by Mr Henry KM Kwok

Good afternoon, our Honourable Chairman Mr. CHANG, Supervisor Mr.
WONG, Principal Mr. FONG, teachers, and dear students. It is truly an honor to
stand before you today as we celebrate this significant milestone in your lives.

First, allow me to congratulate each of you on your remarkable achievements.
Graduation is not just a ceremonys; it is a culmination of years of hard work,
dedication, and growth. You have navigated challenges, formed friendships, and
developed skills that will serve you well in the future.

After finishing my studies, I joined the Hong Kong Fire Services Department,
and it has now been more than 27 years. Providing emergency medical services
to the citizens of Hong Kong requires strength, resilience, and compassion. In
many ways, these qualities were cultivated during the time here at Kiangsu-
Chekiang College. You learned not just from textbooks, but from each other,
about teamwork, empathy, and the importance of being there for one another.
These lessons extend far beyond the classroom and will guide you as you step
into the world beyond these walls.

For me, I still remember what I was taught in KCC. In our student handbooks,
it states one of codes of behaviour that KCC students should “strive continuously
to strengthen themselves” (B 3% 7 &) no matter what you are facing different
situations.

To be honest, I always bear in mind with this belief in facing challenges in
my career. The vision of Fire Services Department is to serve Hong Kong by
making a safe place to live and work. In 2023, as society was back to normal, our
ambulance calls rose significantly to 816,329, representing an increase of 10.3
per cent over 2022. We are facing a huge demand but with our efforts, 94.3 per
cent of emergency calls were responded to within the target response time of 12
minutes, which was 1.8 per cent higher than the performance pledge of 92.5 per
cent. We are not satisfied with it. In fact, in times of crisis, we often think of first
responders as the brave individuals who arrive at scene to provide immediate
assistance. The actions of every citizen can make a significant difference in the
outcome every day.

With this vision of empowering everyone in saving lives at scenes, we have
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proactively offered support to citizens on how to
respond before arrival of ambulances since 2011.
Meanwhile, we have been making vigorous
efforts to implement community education and
publicity programmes on cardiopulmonary
resuscitation (CPR) and the use of automated
external defibrillators (AEDs) so as to enable
the general public to seize the window of
opportunity to save the lives of cardiac arrest
patients. Currently, more than 120,000 citizens
with AED and CPR training are members of

The world is waiting for your contributions, and I am excited to see
how each of you will make your mark.
