lass Honors Bachelor’s Degree in Nursing, a Master’s Degree in Public Health and
a PhD Degree in Nursing. From 2024 to 2025, she completed the Harvard Medical
School’s Global Clinical Scholars Research Training Program with Distinction.
Professionally, she serves as an Assistant Professor in the School of Nursing and the
Associate Director of the Centre on Behavioral Health at The University of Hong
Kong, and as a Visiting Research Scholar at the Osher Centre for Integrative Health,
Harvard Medical School and Brigham and Women’s Hospital.

Professor Kwok has madge much marvelous achievements in her career
so far. She has been granted many awards conferred upon her by prestigious
international organizations. To mention just a few — she was listed in the Stanford
University’s “World’s Top 2% Scientists” in 2024 and 2025; inducted as a “Fellow
of the American Academy of Nursing in 2024”; was granted the “Emerging Nurse
Researcher/Scholar Award” in 2023 by the Sigma Theta Tau International Honor
Society of Nursing and the “Outstanding New Researcher Award” in 2021 by the
International Society of Behavioral Medicine.

Professor Kwok’s research focuses on neurology care and behavioral health,
particularly movement disorders like Parkinson’s disease. She is committed to
advancing holistic and compassionate health and social care services for aging
populations.

Today, Professor Kwok is back to her Alma Mater. She will in a moment share
with us about her experience and expedition. I am sure that all of us here will find it
interesting, and even gratifying to know that Hong Kong (and the world!) has such
an outstanding and visionary scientist like the Professor who has made such valuable
contribution in the area of public health and who has put in so much effort in solving
problems relating to aging. We wish her continued progress and success.

Esteemed School Supervisor, Mr. Yen, Principal, Ms. Chan, distinguished
teachers t}k)lroud parents, and—most importantly —dear graduates of
Kiangsu-Chekiang College (Shatin):

Thank you for inviting me home. Standing here, I see the corridors
where a shy Form One student learned to greet new friends, the classrooms
where ideas and questions sparked, and the sports field where confidence
and teamwork took root. I did not grow up imagining titles or institutions.
I didn’t foresee becoming a professor, and Harvard was not on any vision
board. What I carried was simple: a wish to contribute to society and
to keep exploring life’s possibilities. KCC gave me the space—and the
courage—to do exactly that.

When I arrived at KCC, I was quiet—afraid to raise my hand. But
something about this place changes you. I was surrounded by classmates
with cheerful faces and open minds, and by teachers who were both
encouraging and patient. Little by little, that shy girl became a little
untamed, a lot more curious, and willing to explore. Curiosity, it turns out, is a muscle. The more you use
it, the stronger it becomes. And this campus was my g(f/m.

If I could offer you one lens for the years ahead, it would be the beginner’s mind—meeting each
moment without preconceptions, with openness and kindness. You don’t have to know where your

ath leads. Be present. Learn deeply. Take the next honest step. My path in neurology and behavioral

ealth didn’t begin with a grand plan, but with a question: how can we ease suffering—for people with
Parkinson’s disease, for caregivers under strain, for older adults feeling lonely? That question pulled me
forward —into clinics, community centers, laboratories, and rooms I never imagined I would enter.

As you step into your next chapter, allow me to share a few lessons—woven with the values KCC
has nurtured in you.

First, let curiosity lead, but let service guide. Curiosity asks “why,” service asks “for whom.” When
you combine the two, you build a compass that doesn’t fail. Every meaningful opportunity I’ve had—
from leading clinical trials to working alongside patients and caregivers—came from saying yes to
problems that matter to people.

Second, make friends with failure. Not the dramatic kind that ends a story, but the daily, gentle kind
that shapes it. My “failures” are the reason my research got better, my teaching became clearer, and my
projects grew stronger. The first draft you are ashamed of might be the seed of your best work. Treat
mistakes as teachers, not verdicts.

Third, doors often open sideways. Many of my turning points arrived as invitations I did not expect:
a mentor’s email, a colleague’s idea, a community partner’s challenge, a student’s question. Be open to
detours. The road to Harvard for me was not straight—it was a series of small steps, each one guided
by l%uaﬁﬂng and service. Opportunities rarely announce themselves with trumpets; they whisper. Listen
carefully.

Fourth, cultivate your people. At KCC, I had teachers who believed in me before I believed in
myself, peers who turned sport day projects into late-night lauighter, and staff who reminded me that
discipline is a gift you give your future self. Success is never a solo performance. Wherever you go, build
relationships that are generous, honest, and brave.

Fifth, take care of your mind and body. In my field we talk about Wholeiperson care—mind, body,
and community. The world you’re entering is fast, loud, and demanding. Your attention is precious;
your well-being is the engine of your contribution. Protect sleep. Move your body. Breathe when you
are overwhelmed. Ask for help when you need it. None of this makes you less strong—it makes you
sustainably strong.

Sixth, lead an ethical and healthy digital life. Your generation lives at the speed of a swipe. We are
trained to react before we think, but seldom taught to pause. Build a new reflex: pause, then post. Pause,
then forward. Pause, then decide. Verify sources, protect privacy —yours and others’—and remember
there is a human being on the other side of every screen. Use Al and technology to learn faster and create
boldly, but let them amplify your humanity, not replace it.

Last but not least, let integrity be non-negotiable. In science, in business, in art, in public service—
integ]ity is the quiet force that compounds over time. Keep your word. Credit others. Admit what you do
not know. If tyou must choose between looking impressive and being trustwortgi, choose trust. It lasts.

Some of you will head to universities; some will start work; some will take a gap year to explore.
All are valuable paths. You may be tempted to compare ¥0ur f'ourne to someone else’s highlight reel.
Resist that temptation. Comparison is an unreliable map. Your life will have its own pace. Honor it. The

uestion is not “Am I ahead?” The question is “Am I aligned— with my values, with my curiosity, with
e kind of person I hope to be?”

I am deeply grateful to KCC for giving me a safe place to experiment—to be the shy girl who
became an untamed teenager, who turned into an explorer, and, eventually, an independent scholar and
leader. This school did more than teach me subjects; it taught me habits: to ask better questions, to work
with care, to respect differences, to pick myself up, to serve something larfger than myself. To our teachers
and staff: thank you for lighting the path, often without applause. To the families: thank you for the quiet
sacrifices—the rides, the reminders, the belief.

Graduates, you are stepping into a world full of complexity and possibility — Al reshaping industries,
climate challenges demanding courage, disasters testing our resilience, aging populations needing
compassion, and new ideas blooming at the edges of disciplines. This is not a reason to be anxious;
it is an invitation. The skills you’ve learned here—critical thinking, collaboration, communication,
integrity —are exactly what this moment requires.

As you leave this campus, holg)e you carry three commitments:

e Stay a beginner. Ask questions that humble you. Be willing to learn from anyone— junior, senior, peer,
stranger.
* Choose contribution over comparison. Let your work answer needs that are real. When in doubt, help.
. %(eep your heart soft and your spine strong. Be kind in how you treat others and firm in what you stand
or.

You do not need to have your life figured out today. You only need to take the next step with
integrity. If you do that enough times, you may look up and find yourself in places you never expected —
perhaps with a title you never imagined, a community you helped to build, or a problem you helped to
sol\ie. And you will know it came from a beginner’s mind, a servant’s heart, and the courage to keep
exploring.

Class of 2025, I cannot wait to see what you will create, whom you will lift, and how you will
surprise yourselves. May you walk forward with curiosity, gratitude, and hope.

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School Report by Dr. Kit-Wing Yu, Principal
at the 43rd Graduation Ceremony
of Kiangsu-Chekiang College (Kwai Chung)

Ms. Yeung, our Guest of Honour, Executive Vice Chairman Chen, Supervisor Tao,
Vice-Chairmen, Directors of the Association, School Managers, Distinguished Guests,
Teachers, Parents, and Students:

On behalf of the College, I would like to present a brief report on our academic
performance over the past school year. In 2025, 93 students sat for the HKDSE
Examination. We achieved an overall passing rate of 92.0%, which is higher than that
of day schools in Hong Kong. Among the 17 subjects offered, 15 recorded passing rates
above the day school average, while 7 subjects achieved a 100% passing rate. Because
of these encouraging results, 34.0% of our graduates were admitted to local, Chinese
Mainland, and overseas universities. Notably, seven students received offers from Hong
Kong’s top universities, including the University of Hong Kong, the Chinese University
of Hong Kong, and the Hong Kong University of Science and Technology. The highest
HKDSE score was 33 points across six subjects, attained by Ms. Yee Tin Wai. These
achievements demonstrate that our students are well prepared for higher education.

Most subjects also demonstrated positive value-added performance last school
year. Value-added results are measured on a 9-level scale, with Level 1 being the lowest
and Level 9 the highest. Our students achieved Levels 8, 7, and 9 in Chinese, English,
and Mathematics respectively, all classified as “positive value-added”. In other words,
after six years of education at our College, our students have made significant progress
in these core subjects. Overall, our value-added performance ranks within the top 5%
among 31 secondary schools in the Kwai Tsing District, and we are also estimated to be
among the top 5% in Hong Kong.

I would like to express my heartfelt gratitude to our Sponsoring Body and the
Incorporated Management Committee. Your unwavering support and wise guidance
have provided our College with a clear vision and a strong foundation for continuous
development. Through your dedication, we have upheld high standards in education
and fostered a nurturing environment for both staff and students. Your commitment
ensures that the school continuously improves and adapts to the changing needs of our
community.

I would also like to extend my deepest appreciation to the parents of our graduates.
Your continuous support, trust, and encouragement have been vital to your children’s
growth. The values you instill at home, together with your active involvement in their
education, have nurtured them into responsible, compassionate, and capable individuals.
Thank you for partnering with us on this meaningful journey.

My sincere thanks also go to our teachers for their tireless efforts and wholehearted
dedication. Your passion for teaching and perseverance have brought remarkable
progress to our students. By adopting effective teaching strategies and addressing
individual learning needs, you have helped students realise their potential and build
confidence. Your patience, encouragement, and care do not go unnoticed, and they have
been fundamental to the growth and success of every learner in our school.

To our graduating F.6 students, congratulations on reaching this important
milestone. Today marks both an ending and a beginning — a celebration of your
achievements and the start of new opportunities. As you move forward, I encourage
you to remain committed to lifelong learning and personal growth. Remember that
knowledge and determination are keys to overcoming challenges. Strive to contribute
to society, use what you have learned to help others, and make a positive impact on the
world.
